Waste Studies

THE CHALLENGE: Major UK oil refinery required a study to provide recommendations with respect to
potential improvements in line with the waste hierarchy of eliminate, reduce, reuse, recycle, energy
recovery and least favourable landfill.

THE APPROACH: ARCADIS completed a study of hydrocarbon waste streams and identified potential
cost savings, also assisting in their waste issues with respect to preparing site waste management plans,
pre-treatment of waste and reuse of soils and materials.

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Site Assessment
THE CHALLENGE: An initial data review indicated the central
and western parts of a site were a former brick pit in-filled with
potentially significant source of landfill gas, hydrocarbons,
volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and ammonia associated
with waste derived from household, oil refinery and fertiliser
wastes.

THE APPROACH: A profile of sub-surface conditions was
achieved by investigating using a combination of ARCADIS’
Membrane Interface Probe (MIP) probeholes, trial pits and
boreholes. Monitoring wells were installed to varying depths
within the waste to enable monitoring and sampling of gas,
groundwater and leachate from varying horizons within the
waste and underlying Coal Measures geology (identified as a
potential source for hazardous gas generation). Monitoring well
locations were based on a grid pattern to give good coverage of
the site and assess potential for gas migration to neighbouring
residential properties and site users.

Leachate samples were obtained and submitted for analysis of
Contaminants of Concern following a Preliminary Risk
Assessment and liaison with the client.

THE RESULT: Subsequent to the intrusive investigation,
ARCADIS undertook a detailed quantitative risk assessment,
based on the continued use of the site as a public open space.

THE CHALLENGE: Our client required support to rapidly assess and control the environmental, health
and safety risks associated with the operation of a newly occupied dry fertiliser packaging facility at
Avonmouth Docks.

Site Redevelopment
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Risk Assessment at Former Gas Works Site

THE CHALLENGE: Over 40 residential properties had been built on a former
gasworks site in the 1930s, and the local Council had a statutory duty to inspect
the land to understand if there was a risk to the residents.  ARCADIS was
commissioned to undertake an environmental survey for the site and undertake a
Detailed Quantitative Risk Assessment (DQRA), to help the Council determine
whether remediation of the site was required.  All this had to be achieved without
causing undue stress to the residents.

THE APPROACH: Following best practice for the assessment of land
contamination, ARCADIS followed a phased approach to the assessment, starting
with a desk study, the collection of a limited number of soil samples from each
property and analysis for a range of contaminants. A risk communication strategy
was put in place, which meant that each resident was fully engaged in the
process.  Risk based screening levels indicated that around half of the properties
needed more thorough assessment.  Further soil samples were collected, and
ARCADIS then undertook the DQRA to derive Site Specific Assessment Criteria for
each of the properties.  Using an innovative combination of statistical testing, new
methods of assessment and consideration of background levels, the risk
evaluation was undertaken in line with the relevant legislation.

THE RESULT: Through effective use of a risk based approach, ARCADIS was able
to conclude that only 4 of the original 40 properties presented a risk to the
residents.  The risks were communicated to the local residents throughout the
process without causing undue stress, in partnership with the Council, and
remediation is now planned.

In-Situ Remediation
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In-Situ Remediation of Carbon Disulphide

THE CHALLENGE: A housing estate was identified as having been developed some 25 years ago on a
piece of land which had been previously occupied by an industrial manufacturing company who had also
occupied the site for approximately 25 years. The site had been sold to the local authority upon closure
and had subsequently been redeveloped into housing. A preliminary investigation identified the presence
of carbon disulphide in relatively shallow soils in several locations across the estate.

THE APPROACH: ARCADIS has assisted a client and their local authority project partner to develop and
implement an in-situ remediation program to avoid a dig and dump scenario which could have involved
demolition of homes and caused perceived blight on the surrounding community, The program of works is
being carried out in line with the framework set out within Contaminated Land Report 11 (Defra & Environment
Agency, 2004) following appropriate UK guidance and uses a Multiple Lines of Evidence approach.

THE RESULT: Following on from the successful pilot trial it was agreed by the client and the regulatory
authorities that a program of full scale remediation would be undertaken to treat the soils in the gardens
previously identified as being affected. Following vacation of the residences ARCADIS began a program
which involves:
• Delineation of contaminated zone in impacted gardens
• Investigation beneath houses
• In-situ Remediation program
• Re-instatement of properties upon completion
• Ongoing communication with residents and council

The delineation works have been undertaken using the same Multiple Lines of Evidence approach as was
used in the Pilot project. The remediation program is ongoing and project completion is projected for
early 2010. There remains good communication between ARCADIS and the residents and the local
authority is pleased with the process.
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Sometimes, the best remediation strategy is monitoring
natural processes; sometimes, the best solution is a well-
designed in-situ remediation approach. However, in other
cases, the most effective strategy for addressing the
contamination is an ex-situ remediation technique.

Ex-Situ Remediation

Remediation of Hydrocarbon Impacts

THE CHALLENGE: The site was a former a petrol service station located in Hampshire. The site is
located in a hydrogeologically sensitive site, a Source Protection Zone as classified by the Environment
Agency, with a stream running along the site boundary. Five underground storage tanks had been
previously removed in 1998. ARCADIS as not associated with this phase of work. In March 2002,
ARCADIS were commissioned by the client to carry out a site investigation, which identified
hydrocarbon impacts to soil and groundwater in several areas across the site.

THE APPROACH: ARCADIS proposed a strategy for the remedial works in relation to a site
development scheme consisting of townhouses with communal gardens and parking areas. The
proposed remedial strategy consisted of:
• Site investigation.
• Site Specific Risk Assessment.
• Remediation of the soil on-site by ex-situ biological treatment.
• Stabilisation/Solidification of wet soils.
• Assessing the potential for the off-site migration of contaminants into the stream.
The remedial approach and objectives proposed in a Remedial Strategy Report were discussed formally
and then approved by the local council and the Environment Agency.

THE RESULT: ARCADIS carried out an intrusive investigation to assess the potential for contaminants to
migrate to the stream near the South-East boundary of the site. The stream was protected by a clay
bund. The investigation proved that the potential for contaminant migration was minimal.

Both the local council and Environment Agency supported in written statements that the conclusion
that the remedial works were satisfactorily performed and accomplished the objectives set in the
remedial strategy.

THE CHALLENGE: Remediation of chromium and cyanide
impacted soils beneath former chemical storage building and
preparation of site for sale.

Offshore gas detection system upgrade

THE CHALLENGE: The inherent hazards in working on offshore oil and gas facilities require high
standards of management of health and safety.  One aspect of this is the requirement for gas detection
systems that it must detect all flammable gas accumulations that could lead to a major accident hazard.
However, in many cases operators are not able to demonstrate that their systems meet this requirement.  

THE APPROACH: ARCADIS Vectra have developed a methodology that enables operators to carry out
this demonstration and to optimise the performance of the system.  The methodology combines the
results of explosion and dispersion simulations using advanced Computational Fluid Dynamics
techniques.  The results of these simulations enable the performance of a proposed gas detection system
to be assessed and then optimised.

The methodology has been applied to the specification of a gas detection system upgrade for Centrica
Energy.  Centrica Energy is part of Centrica plc, a leading integrated energy company which owns British
Gas in the UK, Direct Energy in North America, SPE in Belgium and Oxxio in The Netherlands.  Centrica
Energy operates the North and South Morecambe gas fields through its Hydrocarbon Resources Ltd
business.  The fields' combined remaining reserves are among the largest in the UK continental shelf.

THE RESULT: Working closely with Centrica Energy, ARCADIS Vectra safety engineers carried out a three
month project during 2008 to specify upgrades to the gas detection system for two remote drilling
platforms.  The methodology developed by ARCADIS Vectra was used to determine and optimise the
overall system performance and also show how the system will perform if detectors need to be removed
for maintenance purposes.  This has enabled Centrica Energy to demonstrate that the new gas detection
systems meet their safety requirements.
